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Statement from the Delaware Charter Schools Network:

This morning, an incident occurred at one of our member schools — ASPIRA Charter High School —
involving the accidental discharge of a firearm by a school employee.

We want to first and foremost assure our community that all students are safe and have been reunified
with their families at a safe location. At this time, there is no ongoing threat, and the situation has been
stabilized.

One staff member was injured as a result of the accidental discharge and has been transported to a
hospital where they are receiving medical attention. This staff member, a school bus driver and member
of the Culture and Climate team, has been placed on administrative leave pending ASPIRA leadership’s
full investigation to determine the details of this morning’s incident. At this time, they are collaborating
with the Delaware State Police as they conduct their thorough investigation.

We want to be clear that only certified school resource officers (SROs) and constables are permitted to
carry firearms on school grounds. The safety and well-being of students and staff is, and always will be,
our top priority.

We are thankful for our partnerships with the Department of Education, the Delaware State Police, and
the Delaware Emergency Management Agency (DEMA). We are committed to supporting our
community in every way we can as this process unfolds.

We understand that this news is deeply concerning, and we appreciate the patience and trust of our
families. We also thank our public education partners and elected officials who are supporting ASPIRA
through this difficult situation.

We will continue to share information as it becomes available.

Esta mafiana, ocurri6 un incidente en una de nuestras escuelas charter—ASPIRA Charter High
School — relacionado con la descarga accidental de un arma de fuego por parte de un empleado
de la escuela.

En este momento, estan colaborando con la Policia Estatal de Delaware mientras
realizan su investigacion exhaustiva.

También queremos dejar en claro que solo los oficiales certificados de recursos escolares (SRO)
y los agentes autorizados estan permitidos a portar armas de fuego en los terrenos escolares. La
seguridad y el bienestar de los estudiantes y del personal es, y siempre serd, nuestra maxima
prioridad.

Estamos agradecidos por nuestras alianzas con el Departamento de Educacion, la Policia Estatal
de Delaware y la Agencia de Manejo de Emergencias de Delaware (DEMA). Estamos
comprometidos a apoyar a nuestra comunidad de todas las maneras posibles a medida que
avanza este proceso.

Sabemos que esta noticia es profundamente preocupante y agradecemos la paciencia y la
confianza de nuestras familias. También agradecemos a nuestros aliados en la educacion publica
y a los funcionarios electos que estdn apoyando a ASPIRA durante esta dificil situacion.
